Desptto the conl!nwng dlscus5lcn In American studkts of ihe body. (or how human beings conceive of themselves physically). alhfates' bOdles 
remain cutioUSly cff-lmiis. Yet power and e,olicism meet most conspicuous� in Cho athlellc body--Ftorence GnffiU\-Joyners, Greg 1.ouganis's. or Michael 
Jan:lan'I. 

Is "1he bOdy. as conceived in cultant studies a lhelortcal conslruction, Mlle the bodies of athletes are loo palpably real? Ate we, as lntallectuals, 
tust uncomfortable wilh phplcallty. because our own balllwtdc Is the life of lhe mind?
