Celtic tribes arrived on the island
between 600 and 150 B.C.,
followed by Norsemen in the late
8th century. Anglo-Norman
invasions began in the 12th
century. The modern Irish state
broke
from the UK in 1921. Ireland has a
total area of 70,273 sq km. The
climate is a temperate maritime
that is modified by North Atlantic
Current. Ireland has mild winters
and cool summers. It has
consistently humid conditions and
is overcast about half the time. The
population is 5,275,004 (2022 est.)
people. Ireland has multiple
languages. English (official, the
language generally used), Irish
(Gaelic or Gaeilge) (official, spoken
by approximately 39.8% of the
population as of 2016; mainly
spoken in areas along Ireland's
western coast known as
Gaeltachta, which are officially
recognized regions where Irish is
the predominant language).
Religion is composed of 
Roman Catholic 78.3%, 
Church of Ireland 2.7%, other
Christian 1.6%, Orthodox 1.3%,
Muslim 1.3%, other 2.4%, none 9.8%, 
unspecified 2.6% (2016 est.).
Ireland's government type is a
parliamentary republic. The capital
of Ireland is Dublin.

W a t e r f o r d ,  I r e l a n d
Waterford is  a seaport  c i ty located in Southeast I reland.  Waterford is  also one of
Ireland’s oldest c i t ies as i t  was founded in 914 AD by Vikings from Norway.  In 1170
the city was captured by Anglo-Normans and eventually became a Royal  City .  S ince
that t ime Waterford has become a charming city that has been able to maintain i ts
her i tage while also embracing modern l i fe .  There is  plenty to experience in
Waterford and the surrounding area,  in fact ,  because of Waterford’s history Vis i t
Waterford has said “experience 1000 years of  history in 1000 steps!”

The Viking Tr iangle is  the “old
town” of  Waterford.  This area is
near to the main city ’s  shopping
area.  Within this area you can f ind
the House of Waterford Crystal ,  the
Medieval  Museum, Bishop’s Palace,
Reginald’s Tower,  in addit ion to
other local  businesses.  People have
even said that when you are there
you wil l  feel  that you are back in
t ime with the Vikings.

R e g i n a l d ' s  T o w e r
Reginald’s Tower is  over a thousand
years old.  I t  was design to protect
the Quays of  Waterford in the 12th
century.  The second phase of
expansion occurred in the 15th
century.  I ts  pr imary purpose was
defense of the city but also was used
as a mint ,  pr ison,  and mil i tary
storage.  I t  currently houses an
exhibit ion.

Waterford Crystal  is  known around the
world for elegant and complex luxur ious
crystal .  The Waterford Crystal  Vis i tor
center is  where you experience the
techniques and tools used by highly
ski l led craftspeople that turn ideas and
imaginat ion into f ine crystal .  For over
235 years crystal-making history is  seen
as master blowers,  master cutters and
master engravers create unique crystal
creat ions.  A 12,000-square feet Retai l
Store gives you an opportunity to
choose your own crystal  piece to
remember your experience.  

W a t e r f o r d  C r y s t a l
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The Medieval  Museum is
Ireland’s only purpose-built
medieval  museum. I t  has two
chambers.  The f i rst  is  a 13th-
century Chorister ’s  Hall  and
the second is  the 15th-
century Mayor ’s  Wine Vault .
The museum houses the
“Heavens’  Embroidered
Cloths,  Waterford's cloth of
gold 15th-century vestments.

Situated 8km (5 miles)  from Cork City,  this  histor ic castle is  most famous for i ts  stone,
which has the tradit ional  power of  conferr ing eloquence on al l  who kiss i t .  The word
Blarney was introduced into the Engl ish language by Queen El izabeth I  and is
descr ibed as pleasant talk,  intended to deceive without offending.  The stone is  set in
the wall  below the batt lements,  and to kiss i t  one must lean backwards (grasping an
iron rai l ing)  from the parapet walk .  Some say i t  was Jacob’s Pi l low, brought to I reland
by the prophet Jeremiah.  Here i t  became the Lia Fai l  or  ‘Fatal  Stone, ’  used as an
oracular throne of I r ish kings – a k ind of Harry Potter-l ike ‘sort ing hat ’  for  k ings.  I t  was
also said to be the deathbed pi l low of St  Columba on the island of Iona.  Legend says i t
was then removed to mainland Scotland,  where i t  served as the prophetic power of
royal  succession,  the Stone of Dest iny.  When Cormac MacCarthy,  King of Munster ,  sent
f ive thousand men to support  Robert  the Bruce in his defeat of  the Engl ish at
Bannockburn in 1314,  a port ion of  the histor ic Stone was given by the Scots in
grat i tude – and returned to I reland.  Others say i t  may be a stone brought back to
Ireland from the Crusades – the ‘Stone of Ezel ’  behind which David hid on Jonathan’s
advice when he f led from his enemy, Saul .  A few claims i t  was the stone that gushed
water when struck by Moses.  Whatever the truth of  i ts  or igin,  we bel ieve a witch saved
from drowning revealed i ts  power to the MacCarthys.

The Copper Coast Geopark is  a designated
area compris ing a stretch of the southern
coast of  I reland in County Waterford,
extending for some 25 km (15 miles)  of
coastl ine from Ki l farrasy in the east to
Stradbally in the west .  I t  was the f i rst
geopark to be designated in the country .
When the sun shines in I reland,  there
really is  no better place to be than along
the Copper Coast .  Because the country is
way down the l ist  of  sun dest inat ions,  I r ish
coastl ines are well  preserved and
underdeveloped.  Once you venture a few
miles beyond the well-known beaches,  i t
is  easy to f ind quieter coves where you
can swim alone or share the sand with just
a handful  of  famil ies .  The Copper Coast ,  a
stretch of coastl ine that starts about 20
minutes from Waterford City and is  named
for the copper that was once mined from
the local  rock (and st i l l  v is ible in the
dramatic cl i f fs  that provide welcome
shelter along the beaches and coves
here) .  The farther along this coast you go,
the quieter i t  gets .  While this tranquil i ty is
something most welcome, say goodbye to
faci l i t ies .  Going off  the gr id means leaving
shops behind.

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A r d m o r e ,  I r e l a n d
Ardmore is  a seaside vi l lage in County Waterford.  I t  is  part  of  I reland's Ancient East
Trai l .  Ardmore’s name comes from the Ir ish Aird Mhór,  meaning “Great Height . ”
Another translat ion of  Ardmore is  High Sheep Island.  I t  is  bel ieved to be the oldest
Christ ian sett lement in I reland.  According to tradit ion,  Saint  Declan l ived in the region
in the early f i f th century and Christ ianized the area before the coming of Saint
Patr ick.  On a hi l l  above the vi l lage is  a well-preserved 30-m-high,  12th-century round
tower and the ruins of  a cathedral  dat ing from the 12th and 13th centur ies with an
adjacent eighth-century oratory.  One of the outer walls of  the cathedral  features
some stone carvings retr ieved from an earl ier  ninth-century bui lding.  The carvings
include an early image of a harp,  images of Adam and Eve in the garden and a
representat ion of  "Solomon's Judgment" .  The cathedral  also contains two Ogham
stones,  which rest  in small  alcoves.  Some elements of  the or iginal  structure can st i l l
be seen within the bui lding.  The present Church of I reland church is  close to this
complex.  

Goat Is land is  a beach located f ive
ki lometers (3 .1  mi)  west of  Ardmore,
County Waterford,  I reland,  in the townland
of Ardoginna.  The beach is  secluded and
diff icult  to f ind.  The inlet  where i t  is
located faces south and is  sheltered by a
sea stack.  This l i t t le inlet  is  one that is  a
popular local  attract ion,  with many locals
swimming here each morning r ight
throughout the winter months.  I f  you are a
lover of  walking,  Goat ’s  Is land is  s i tuated
in the perfect locat ion for a dayt ime strol l .

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The Rock of Cashel is  set on a
dramatic outcrop of l imestone in the
Golden Vale.  This s i te includes some
of the most impressive clusters of
medieval  bui ldings in I reland.  Some
of these bui ldings include the round
tower,  a high cross and a
Romanesque chapel .  Or iginal ly this
was the seat of  the kings of  Munster .
The legend that Saint  Patr ick came
here to convert  King Aenghus to
Christ ianity .  Rock of Cashel is  one of
the most spectacular and most
vis i ted s i tes in I reland.

R o c k  o f  c a s h e l

Kilkenny in I r ish is  Ci l l  Chainnigh which translates as
Church of Canniech.  The town has more than 26,000
populat ion.  The environs include histor ic bui ldings
such as Ki lkenny Castle,  St  Canice's Cathedral ,  and
round tower,  Rothe House,  Shee Alms House,  Black
Abbey,  St .  Mary's Cathedral ,  Ki lkenny Town Hall ,  St .
Francis Abbey,  Grace's Castle,  and St .  John's Pr iory .
Founded in the s ixth century as an ecclesiast ical
foundation with the Kingdom of Ossory.  Ki lkenny was a
brewing center from the late 17th century,  and st i l l
houses a number of  breweries.

K I L K E N N Y ,  I R E L A N D

The Ki lkenny Castle is  one of the
longest cont inuously occupied
buildings in I reland.  This is  a
grand country home with f i f ty
acres of  rol l ing parkland.  This
includes a formal terraced rose
garden,  woodlands,  and a man-
made lake.  The eight hundred
years of  history is  the story of  the
Marshal  and Butler famil ies '  r ise
and decl ine.  Here you wil l  learn
about some of the formidable
characters who once l ived at
Ki lkenny Castle .

On May 1st ,  2022,  Waterford Inst i tute of  Technology merged with the Inst i tute of
Technology Carlow to become the South East Technological  University (SETU) .

Over the f ive years from 2016 to 2020
alone,  researchers from SETU have successful ly attracted over €95m (107 mil l ion
USD) in research funding from a var iety of  European and nat ional  funding agencies,
state bodies and industr ial  partners .

S o u t h  E a s t  T e c h n o l o g i c a l  U n i v e r s i t y  

Tramore humble beginnings was as a small  f ishing vi l lage.  With the arr ival  of  the
rai lway from Waterford in 1853 the town became a tour ist  dest inat ion spot .  I t  is
located thirteen mile south of  Waterford.  Tramore is  now a popular dest inat ion for
surf ing and other water sports due the large,  sheltered bay.  The town has long been
associated with I r ish tour ists and offered a tradit ional  seaside experience of ice
cream, fa irground,  and sand.  The beachfront features a long promenade and an
amusement park.  I t  is  a popular resort  for  tour ists in the summer and has 5 km (3 mi)
of  beach and sand dunes looking out onto the Atlant ic Ocean.  There is  a lot  of
accommodation for tour ists ,  including hotels ,  apartments,  homes,  and caravan
(camping) s i tes .

Dublin is  the capital  and largest c i ty in I reland.  I t  is  on the bay on the east coast ,  at
the mouth of  the River Lif fey.  I t  is  the province of Leinster and the Eastern and
Midland Region.  The urban area has a populat ion over 1 ,700,000.  I t  is  currently under
archaeological  debate when Dubl in was founded.  Some say that i t  was founded in the
seventh century by the Gaels .  Others expressed the start  as a Vik ing sett lement .  In
the 12 century i t  became Ireland's pr incipal  sett lement after the Anglo-Norman
invasion of I reland.  Following independence in 1922,  Dubl in became the capital  of  the
Ir ish Free State,  later renamed Ireland in 1937.  Dubl in is  a contemporary and histor ical
center for  I r ish educat ion,  arts and culture,  administrat ion,  and industry .  As of  2018
the city was l isted by the Global izat ion and World Cit ies Research Network (GaWC) as
a global  c i ty ,  with a ranking of "Alpha minus" ,  which places i t  as one of the top thirty
cit ies in the world.

Croke Park is  a Gael ic games stadium in Dubl in,  I reland.  Named after Archbishop
Thomas Croke,  i t  is  referred to as Croker by GAA fans and locals I t  serves as both the
principal  nat ional  stadium of I reland and headquarters of  the Gael ic Athlet ic
Associat ion (GAA) .  In 1913,  Croke Park had only two stands on what is  now known as
the Hogan stand side and grassy banks al l  round.  In 1917,  a grassy hi l l  was
constructed on the rai lway end of Croke Park to afford patrons a better v iew of the
pitch.  On 21 November 1920,  dur ing the Ir ish War of  Independence,  Croke Park was
the scene of a massacre perpetrated by the Auxi l iary Divis ion of  the Royal  I r ish
Constabulary (RIC) .  In 1924,  American rodeo promoter,  Tex Aust in,  staged the Dubl in
Rodeo,  I reland's f i rst  professional  rodeo at  Croke Park Stadium. In 1984 the
organizat ion decided to invest igate ways to increase the capacity of  the old stadium.
The design for an 80,000-capacity stadium was completed in 1991.  On 2 May 2009,
Croke Park was the venue for a Heineken Cup rugby semi-f inal ,  in which Leinster
defeated Munster 25–6.  The attendance of 82,208 set a new world record attendance
for a club rugby union game. This record stood unt i l  31 March 2012.

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Curraghmore Estate is  the largest pr ivate demesne in
Ireland and is  made up of around 2,500 acres of
formal gardens,  woodlands,  and pasture.  The De La
Poer Beresford family has l ived at  Curraghmore for
over 850 years .  Very few other famil ies in I r ish history
have maintained such a legacy.  Situated near Port law,
County Waterford,  I reland,  Curraghmore is  the seat of
the Marquess of  Waterford.  The estate was part  of  the
grant of  land made to Sir  Roger le Puher by Henry I I
in 1167 after the Anglo-Norman invasion of Wales.

C u r r a g h m o r e  E s t a t e

The Comeragh Mountains are a mountain range in County Waterford,  I reland,  extending
from the River Suir  val ley near Clonmel to the coastal  lowland north of  Stradbally .  Their
direct ional  trend is  northwest-southeast ,  and their  peaks r ise to elevat ions above 2,000
feet (600 m),  with the highest point  being 2,597 feet (792 m) .  The uplands have been
heavi ly glaciated,  result ing in a ser ies of  impressive steep-walled corr ies ( ice-scooped
basins)  including Coumshingaun,  a corr ie with craggy s ides 1 ,000 feet (305 m) high
around a lake.  The mountains are of  sandstone and in effect form a s ingle range with
the neighboring Monavullagh Mountains to the south.

C o m e r a g h  M o u n t a i n s

No vis i t  to Waterford is  complete i f  you have not been to Jack Meades.  Standing on f ive
acres,  i t  has been in the present family s ince 1857 and has been developed over the
years to a f ine standard with a beer garden and faci l i t ies which are unique.  Jack
Meades is  not just  a bar serving food & dr ink -  i t  is  an extensive complex with var ious
facets .  The old-world bar dates to 1705,  the l ime ki lns and icehouse were bui l t  1860,
the grounds have been tasteful ly developed and are home to ducks,  ponies,  donkeys &
goats .  The large new bar was bui l t  in 2005 and boasts an extensive beer garden with
chi ldren's play area.

Planning:  The group experience of a new culture and the review of
histor ical  events wil l  be observed and discussed to see how culture is
changed by the environment,  the passage of t ime,  and the global
inf luence.  The areas for observat ional  review are Waterford’s histor ical
past and the inf luence of current global  events .  This is  to be compared to
the same experience while in Dubl in,  a much more metropol i tan global
city .  The f inal  area for review is  the Cooper Coast for  comparison of the
geopark that has experienced less development.

Data Collection:  The groups wil l  use var ious basic strategies that include
mapping,  observat ion,  l istening and reflect ion.  Mapping is  the physical
relat ionship of  physical  structures such as bui ldings,  roads,  points of
interest and center of  act iv i t ies .  This is  an exercise in mapping,
topography,  and demographics.

Observation:  The groups wil l  take t ime to observe their  surroundings to
see the expected but also to see the unexpected.  This can include the
var iat ion of  architecture,  landscaping,  social  interact ions,  clothing,
s ignage,  and advert is ing.

Listening:  The group needs to take t ime to interact with people.  This
includes locals and well  as other v is i tors to get their  insights on what is
happening in their  l ives as to what are their  needs,  what do they enjoy,
what bothers them and what they have found interest ing.  This can include
local  and global  pol i t ics or what are their  recommended spots for
entertainment .  The intent is  to collect enough information on what i t  would
take to f lour ish in the area of  interest .

 Reflecting:  The group needs to take t ime to records their  observat ions
and thoughts on what they have experienced and the learnings that they
have gathered.  The groups need to determine the understanding is  how do
all  the parts work together to create the social  environment that was
observed.  Do not assume you know the answers without doing fundamental
research.  L ike al l  good researchers,  make sure you are conscious of  your
own biases and that you invest igate them as thoroughly as you invest igate
the culture you are studying.



A D D I T I O N A L  P L A C E S
T O  C H E C K  O U T

Windmil l  Lane Recording Studios was created as a
world-class recording studio in I reland,  by recording
engineer and producer Br ian Masterson.  The doors
were opened by Windmil l  Lane Recording Studios in
Dubl in in 1978.  In 1988 the Studios relocated to i ts
current home on Ringsend Road.  That bui lding houses
three different-sized recording studios.  In 2005 Van
Morr ison purchased the studios for his own personal
use and in 2009 Pulse College became the new
owners and reopened the studios for commercial  use.
Art ists such as Lady Gaga,  Hozier ,  El le Goulding,  and
Ed Sheeran have al l  recorded here in recent years .

The National  Leprechaun Museum is where folklore
becomes fun.  Your experience wil l  take you on a tr ip
to the Otherworld,  home of leprechauns and other
mythical  creatures.

The house,  or iginal ly a 13th-
century castle,  was extensively altered during the 18th
century by German architect Richard Cassels,  start ing in
1731 and f in ishing in 1741 .  Set in a glor ious val ley cradled
by Djouce Mountain and the Great Sugar Loaf ,
Powerscourt  Waterfal l  is  the very epitome of wild,  natural
beauty.  Located about 6km away from the main estate,
the waterfal l  is  the highest in I reland at  121m (417 feet)
and has drawn vis i tors s ince the late 18th century.
